You are probably aware by now that we have joined with other Progress
Associations in our Shire to make the Roads and Traffic Authority take
responsibility for the distressing impact the highway noise is having on
everyone's lives. If you're not up to date then you'll find the information
you need in this week's Echo.

As a preliminary step prior to taking a class action suit against the RTA we
are collecting Statuary Declarations from all the residents. They will be
collected and presented to both the RTA and the Environmental Protection
Agency. We need your support.

There are some Statuary Declarations already typed that can be used. One is for those of you who are being seriously disturbed by the increased noise. The other is for those further from the highway who are, nonetheless, still quite
affected. There are also some for those who remember being told by the RTA in general and Ken Oldfield in particular, that the new surface that they were going to use on the road would be a ‘quiet’ surface that would reduce the noise. If any of you have stories of shonky noise testing, as some of you do, it would be great if you could put this into your own words in your stat dec, so that we can show the continuing pattern of deception that has been perpetrated on us by the RTA.

1.    We need to specifically mention the harms we are suffering;
2.    We need to mention the loss we are suffering;
3.    We need to state how these harms arise;
4.    We need to state who we hold responsible.

They need to be signed by a Justice of the Peace and returned to us by the
25th November. There are JPs at both the Mullumbimby and Byron Bay
Courthouses where you can walk in and have it done. Then simply drop them
off at the Tyagarah Service Station to be collected.

Your action will help produce a very positive outcome for all of us.
